Subject: Graphic of the new ICC-B or Erskine Hall site.

This graphic is not absolute, yet, but it is very likely to be the final version.  The decision will probably be known on Feb 2nd.

 

This will be a $300 - 350 million project by the time they harden all the buildings.  Abert and Emory will be demolished.  All of the surface parking that shows on this graphic will be green space.  The garage size was reduced from 2240 cars on the original plan to 1800 cars in the current plan.

 

The different versions of the garage were developed by neighborhood concerns on the size of the first plan and that was what was referred to in the Washington Post article you have posted on the AMS web site.

 

This will now be called the ICC-B or Intelligence Community Campus - Bethesda.
